SCENE SURVEY  (as you approach the scene of the accident)            ☺do not miss these steps
· Note time







 
· Put on gloves ☺
· Are there any further dangers to myself or to the casualty? ☺
· What are the mechanics of the injury?

· Are there any others injuried?

· Do I require assistance with handling the scene (i.e. backup)

· Is there any major bleeding?

· Are there any angulated fractures?

· What is the skin color of the casualty?

· What is the casualty’s response – physically and emotionally?

APPROACH
· Approach face to face

· I am a Canadian Ski Patroller, may I help you?
· Please Do Not Move until I (we) have checked you for injuries

· I am (my partner is) going to hold your head
· Application of manual C-spine control if required
· What is your name?
· Do you remember what happened? When did it happen?
· Can you take a deep breath, does it hurt?
· Do you hurt anywhere? (Check chief complaint – go to skin**) 

· Pain – on a scale of 1 to 10  (10 being the worst)

· Can you move and feel your fingers and toes?

· Do you have any pain or tingling in your neck or your back? Palpate neck & spine

· Assess need for continued C-spine control
**  skin evaluation – consider weather conditions

Check but do not record the following:

· AIRWAY ☺
Is the casualty’s airway patent? (first check in position found)

· BREATHING (Consider Oxygen if needed) ☺
Check the casualty’s PRESENCE and QUALITY of respiration, no rate. 

Look, Listen and Feel 
· Consider the need for Oxygen
· CIRCULATION  (PULSE) ☺
Compare pulse at the Carotid and the Radial arteries for QUALITY and PRESENCE

· DISABILITIES
What is the patient’s level of consciousness and are the spinal functions intact?

Check level of Consciousness (AVPU)

· SKIN COLOR AND CONDITION
Check skin color, temperature and moisture
(If an unconscious patient becomes conscious, go back to the steps listed in the  “Approach”)

NECK
· I am LOOKing at the neck

· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, burns, lacerations, swelling?  (DCAP-BLS)

· I am FEELing the neck

· Is there any tenderness, instability, crepitation? (TIC)

CHEST
· I am LOOKing at the chest

· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, paradoxical motions, burns, lacerations, swelling (DCAPP-BLS)
· I am FEELing the chest (press ribs together)
· Is there any tenderness, instability, crepitation or subcutaneous emphysema?  (TICS)

ABDOMEN

· I am LOOKing at the abdomen
· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, burns, lacerations, swelling?  (DCAP-BLS)

· I am FEELing the abdomen (4 quadrants)
· Is there any tenderness, rigidity, guarding, distention, evisceration?  (TGRDE)
PELVIS

· I am LOOKing at the pelvis

· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, burns, lacerations, swelling?  (DCAP-BLS)

· I am FEELing the pelvis

· Is there any tenderness, instability, crepitation?  (TIC)  Wetness?

FEMURS

· I am LOOKing at the femurs

· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, burns, lacerations, swelling?  (DCAP-BLS)

· I am FEELing the femurs

· Is there any tenderness, instability, crepitation?  (TIC)

BACK  (may be done during the roll)
· I am LOOKing at the back

· Are there any deformities, contusions, abrasions, penetrations, burns, lacerations, swelling?  (DCAP-BLS)

· I am FEELing the back

· Is there any tenderness, instability, crepitation?  (TIC)

BLEEDING

· Is there any sign of significant bleeding? Any wetness?
· Visually check of gloves and do a body sweep
(A cervical collar should be placed on the patient at this time if personnel and equipment are in place to maintain C-spine control)
· Make Transportation Decision to:  LOAD-AND-GO  or  STAY-AND-STABILIZE ☺
· Treat life Threatening injuries
· Communicate Severity and details of Injury – No Names communicated
